WEEBLY: I have posted each of the units in packets on this site. In each packet one can find unit notes and worksheets that are required for the class. It is my expectation that each student will print off the notes prior to each unit that we will need them in class. 

ATTENDANCE AND MAKE-UP WORK:     It is essential that a student be in class because each class period builds upon previously learned material. GRADING:     There will be 10 to 12 major tests given in a semester. It is expected that the tests will require the kids to apply their knowledge of the concepts covered in class. Quizzes will be given often to determine the student’s level of understanding and they are meant to familiarize the student with some types of questions they can expect to see on the tests.  I will give homework daily and it will be randomly checked to see if it has been attempted and/or graded.  I will also collect specific homework assignments to be graded out of 100 points.  Late work for announced graded homework assignments will start at the lowest score received on the time the assignment was due and then checked for correctness.  A grade of zero will be given for talking or cheating during a test or a quiz.  There are no retests or extra credit given to replace poor grades.
